DUAL ENROLLMENT PROGRAMS
2400.1
A dual enrollment program is a program through which an eligible District of Columbia high school or adult education student can enroll in an approved college course at an institution of higher education and have the opportunity to earn college credit for successfully completing the course while working toward their secondary credential.

2400.2
Dual enrollment programs may be offered in various settings, including in-person at a high school, adult charter school, or campus of an institution of higher education; using an online or virtual learning platform offered by the institution of higher education; or through a hybrid of in-person and virtual settings.

2400.3
No dual enrollment program shall be operated by a District of Columbia local education agency or institution of higher education, or facilitated by a third-party partner, except as authorized by, and in compliance, with, this chapter.
