LICENSURE BY ENDORSEMENT
11608.1
The Board shall license an applicant as a professional art therapist or a licensed graduate professional art therapist if the applicant:

(a)
Meets the requirements set forth in D.C. Official Code § 3-1205.01 et seq.;

(b)
Holds a license to practice professional art therapy or graduate professional art therapy in another state based on licensing requirements that are substantially equivalent to the requirements of this chapter, as determined by the Board; and

(c)
Has a licensure history with continuous good standing in all jurisdictions where the applicant holds or has held a license to practice professional art therapy or graduate professional art therapy; provided, that the Board may grant a license to an applicant who does not meet this requirement if the Board determines that the District’s public interest is served by so doing. 

11608.2
Notwithstanding the provisions of § 11608.1(b), the Board may grant a professional art therapy license to an endorsement applicant whose supervised practice experience did not meet the requirement of § 11603.2 if the applicant has practiced professional art therapy independently for at least five (5) years in any jurisdiction.
