REQUIRED DISCLOSURE PROVISIONS: RENEWABILITY AND PREMIUM RATE CHANGES
2600 The renewal provision required by section 2602 shall be appropriately captioned, shall appear on the first page of the policy, and shall clearly state that the coverage is guaranteed renewable or noncancellable.  This subsection shall not apply to a policy that does not contain a renewal provision and under which the right to nonrenew is reserved solely to the policyholder.

2600 A long-term care insurance policy or certificate, other than one where the insurer does not have the right to change the premium, shall include a statement that premium rates may change.
