VEHICLE PARKING (NYE) 

1303.1
Vehicle parking in accordance with the requirements Subtitle C, Chapter 7 shall be provided, except:

(a)
At least twenty percent (20%) of the total provided parking spaces, including those parking spaces in the existing parking garage and excluding any parking spaces within the NYE zone dedicated to Federal use (which shall not exceed eight hundred (800) parking spaces), shall have access to electric vehicle charging infrastructure;

(b)
At least five (5%) of the total provided parking spaces, including those spaces in the existing parking garage and excluding any parking spaces within the NYE zone dedicated to Federal use (which shall not exceed eight hundred (800) parking spaces), shall have access to electric vehicle charging stations; 

(c)
The cumulative total of all parking spaces built within the NYE zone, including below-grade, surface, on-street, and above-grade structured parking, shall not exceed a total of one thousand five hundred fifty (1,550) parking spaces, inclusive of any spaces dedicated to Federal use within the NYE zone. Each application to the Department of Buildings shall provide an accounting for the total number of parking spaces within the NYE zone; 

(d)
There shall be no minimum vehicle parking requirement in the NYE zone;

(e)
No building or structure in the NYE zone may provide more than double the parking requirement of Subtitle C § 701.5, as calculated without the parking reduction found in Subtitle C §702.1, including below-grade, surface, on-street, and above-grade structured parking; and
(f)
Required parking spaces need not be located on the same lot as the building or buildings they are intended to serve but must be located on a lot within the NYE zone.
