TESTING LABORATORY LICENSE APPLICATION
6402.1 
In addition to the requirements contained in the Act and other provisions of this title, an application for a testing laboratory license shall also contain the following:

(a) 
A laboratory testing plan that demonstrates the applicant’s knowledge, experience, training, and applicable certifications in laboratory testing techniques, and ability to provide and ensure quality assurance, quality control, proficiency testing, analytical processes, chain of custody, sample retention, space, recordkeeping, results reporting, and corrective action protocols and a timeline for obtaining accreditation, if applicable;

(b)  
A notarized written statement from the applicant that he or she has read the Act and this subtitle and has knowledge of the District and federal laws and regulations relating to medical cannabis; and

 

(c) 
Information regarding whether the applicant has qualified as a medical cannabis certified business enterprise or social equity applicant or is eligible to qualify as a medical cannabis certified business enterprise or social equity applicant.
