OPERATIONAL REQUIREMENTS
2403.1
No student shall be charged for tuition, books, fees, or other associated costs to enroll in coursework offered within the dual enrollment program. 
2403.2
LEAs shall include dual enrollment courses, grades, and credits awarded on the student’s high school transcript.

2403.3
LEAs may calculate a student’s grade point average for dual enrollment courses using grade point equivalents no greater than those for Advanced Placement or International Baccalaureate courses, as outlined in §2200.7 of subtitle E of this title.
2403.4
LEAs with a school participating in publicly funded dual enrollment programs must implement a plan to notify all students and their parents of the availability of dual enrollment programming and the qualifications for enrolling. 

2403.5
IHEs participating in a Dual Enrollment Partnership Agreement with an LEA, OSSE, or a third-party partner must be accredited and licensed, or authorized as required by the appropriate governing and licensing bodies having jurisdiction over each respective IHE. Further, participating IHEs must remain in compliance with their accrediting and licensing bodies during their participation in the dual enrollment program.
