STUDENT ELIGIBILITY
2401.1
To be eligible to participate in a dual enrollment program, a student must: 

(a)
Be enrolled in a traditional public high school, public charter high school, alternative high school, or adult charter school of a District of Columbia local education agency (LEA) that is participating in an approved dual enrollment program;

(b)
Be working towards a secondary academic credential (as defined in 5-A DCMR §7599); and

(c)
Meet the participation eligibility requirements set forth in the partnership agreement.
