RECORDS OF RESTRICTED USE PESTICIDES 

2517.1
Dealers of restricted use pesticides shall keep and maintain for a period of three (3) years records of each transaction involving restricted use pesticides and shall then transfer the records to the Department.

2517.2
For each restricted use pesticide transaction, the dealer shall record the following information:

(a)
Name, address, license number, license expiration date, issuing jurisdiction, and categories of certification, of the licensed certified applicator to whom the restricted use pesticide was distributed or sold;

(b)
Pesticide product distributed or sold in the transaction (the brand name), the Environmental Protection Agency registration number, the type of formulation, and any applicable emergency exemption or State special local need registration number;

(c)
Quantity of the pesticide distributed or sold in the transaction; and

(d)
The date of the transaction.
