If the CBC reveals that the applicant has been convicted in any jurisdiction of any crime involving moral turpitude, pursuant to D.C. Official Code § 3-205.14(a)(4), before making a determination as to whether the applicant shall be licensed, registered, or certified, the board shall afford the applicant the opportunity to appear before the board and present evidence to assist the board prior to making a final decision as to the disposition of the application.
