RECORD KEEPING
3106.1           All registered AMCs shall make available their books and records to the

Commissioner for examination no later than fifteen (15) business days after a written request has been made.  The Commissioner may grant a registered AMC additional time if necessary. 

3106.2
An AMC shall ensure that a detailed record is maintained of each service request that the AMC receives for appraisals of real property located in the District.

3106.3
An AMC shall retain all records required under the Act and these regulations for the period expiring later between:

(a)
No less than five (5) years after submission of the file to the AMC; or 

(b)
No less than two (2) years after final disposition of any related judicial proceeding of which the AMC is provided notice.
