REQUIRED DISCLOSURE PROVISIONS: LIMITATIONS AND CONDITIONS OTHER THAN PREEXISTING CONDITIONS
2600 A long-term care insurance policy or certificate that contains any limitations or conditions for eligibility, other than a limitation covered by section 2613, shall set forth a description of the limitations or conditions, including any required number of days of confinement, in a separate paragraph of the policy or certificate and shall label such paragraph “Limitations or Conditions on Eligibility for Benefits.”


2600 The disclosure of limitations with respect to preexisting conditions shall be governed by section 2613.
