ISSUANCE OF REGISTRATION CARDS
700.1 Upon receipt and approval of a valid and complete application, the Board shall issue a registration identification card to a qualifying patient or caregiver in accordance with the Act and this subtitle.
700.2
A registration identification card issued pursuant to this chapter shall expire two (2) years after the date of issuance and may be renewed in accordance with the renewal provisions under this chapter.  Upon receipt of a complete application, ABCA shall issue the applicant a temporary patient registration card that shall be valid for thirty (30) days.
