VEHICLE EMISSION STANDARDS - Manufacturer Compliance Demonstration

For all new vehicles subject to § 905, each vehicle manufacturer, upon request by the Department, shall submit reports:

(a) 
Documenting total deliveries of vehicles for sale in the District of Columbia during the applicable model year in each test group or subgroup as applicable and defined under the California standards;

(b) 
Demonstrating, based on vehicles delivered for sale in the District of Columbia, compliance with the:

(1) 
California Fleet Average NMOG Requirements; 

(2) 
California Fleet Average Greenhouse Gas Requirements; and 

(3)
California Zero-Emission Vehicle Credit Percentage Requirements; and

(c)
Prepared according to the procedures defined in the California standards.

911.2
For the purposes of determining if vehicles qualify for exemption under this chapter, the Department may require any vehicle manufacturer or dealer of vehicles subject to this chapter to submit any documentation that the Department determines necessary for the effective administration and enforcement of this chapter.
