913.7              For the purposes of the WR zone, a community garden or playground managed by a non-profit organization or homeowners’ association shall be considered a use in the parks and recreation use group provided the community garden or playground is open to the public.

913.8           A home occupation use, including a business, profession, or other economic activity, which is conducted full-time or part-time in a dwelling unit that serves as the principal residence of the practitioner, shall be permitted subject to the following conditions:

(cc)       The home occupation use shall comply with the requirements of Subtitle U § 251; 

(cd) The home occupation use is not within a dwelling unit in an accessory building; and

(ce) A home occupation use not meeting all of the above conditions may be permitted as a special exception by the Board of Zoning Adjustment under Subtitle X, Chapter 9 of this title.
