162 CHILD DEVELOPMENT CENTER: ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS
1.1 All licensed child development centers shall meet the requirements in Sections 118 through 166. 

1.2 A licensed Child Development Center shall be managed by a Center Director. The Center Director may be assisted by Teachers, Assistant Teachers, Aides, Group Leaders, or Assistant Group Leaders, as further specified in this chapter.  In all Centers, the Center Director and staff may be assisted by volunteers.

1.3 Each employee or volunteer at the Child Development Center shall be mentally, physically, and emotionally capable of complying with the requirements of this chapter and performing the essential duties and activities related to child care and early childhood education.

1.4 Child Development Centers shall not permit a person with a reportable communicable disease that can be transmitted through ordinary contact with children and staff members to be on duty in program space, or in common indoor or outdoor spaces utilized by the children, or to have contact with a child at the Center, without prior written approval from a licensed health care practitioner.
