Whether the proposed use furthers the objectives of the Waterfront Districts;

The relationship of the proposed use to other planning considerations for the area and the District of Columbia as a whole, including the plans, programs, and policies of other departments and agencies of the District government;

(c)
The proposed site plan, including the relationship of different uses on the site;

(d)
The effect of the proposed site plan on neighboring properties and the waterfront shoreline (if applicable); and

(e)
Other considerations deemed appropriate for report.

905.2
Whenever the Office of Planning refers an application to the D.C. Department of Transportation under §§ 906 through 926, the report shall reflect consideration of the following transportation and environmental matters:

(a)
Traffic to be generated;

(b)
Location and design of vehicular access and parking facilities;

(c)
Number of parking and loading facilities;

(d)
Treatment of public space;

(e)
Availability of sewer and water capacity;

(f)
Air quality;

(g)
Noise from commercial, industrial, and traffic sources; and

(h)
Other considerations deemed appropriate for report.
