8111
ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

8111.1
A school shall have clearly delineated, fair and objective standards for admission of students.

8111.2
A school shall meet the following requirements for admission of students:

(a)
Every person admitted to instruction shall be a bona fide student, intending to complete the program to which admitted;

(b)
Every first-time student admitted shall have a high school diploma or equivalent; or shall have demonstrated to the satisfaction of the school, by a method which has received the prior approval of the Commission, a reasonable ability to benefit from the proposed curriculum, and to successfully complete the educational program in which the student proposes to enroll;

(c)
The basis for admission shall be documented in the student's record; and

(d)
Decisions regarding admission shall be made by employees of the school whose compensation is not directly tied to the level of enrollment, and who have no direct financial interest in whether a particular individual is admitted or not.

8111.3
A school shall establish procedures and standards for the review of the previous education and training of each applicant, for the award of credit for the experiences the school deems appropriate and for shortening the training period accordingly.
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
