INSTRUCTORS
8109.1
A school shall have a sufficient number of full-time teaching appointments to ensure continuity and stability of the educational program and to provide adequate educational association between students and faculty.

8109.2
Each instructor employed by the school shall meet the following requirements:

(a)
Hold all licenses, certificates and ratings that are necessary for the instructor to teach in the field of employment;

(b)
Have a background of education, training, or occupational experience in the specific area of teaching indicating competency to provide instruction that will assist students toward successful achievement of the objectives of the course or program; and be limited to instructing only such courses as are covered by such demonstrable competency;

(c)
Upon initial employment, have sufficiently recent educational or occupational experience to ensure current knowledge in the teaching fields; and

(d)
Be limited in course load and class size to those to which the instructor can adequately prepare for and present.
