In addition to the general and professional education requirements, for certification in industrial arts, coursework in the following representing forty-two (42) semester hours shall be required:

(a)
Communications (drafting and design, electronics, graphic arts, and communication technology) (twelve (12) semester hours);
(b)
Production (metalworking, woodworking, construction technology, and manufacturing technology) (twelve (12) semester hours);

(c)
Power, energy, and transportation (electricity, power mechanics, energy and power, and transportation technology) (twelve (12) semester hours); and

(d)
The remaining six (6) semester hours may be selected from any of the areas under this subsection.
