Discovery disputes, where discovery is expressly allowed by statute, or by order of the Commissioner;

Preliminary motions;

(f)
Admissibility of evidence;

(g)
Order of presentation;

(h)
Limitation of the number of witnesses;

(i)
Exchange of prepared testimony and exhibits between the parties;

(j)
Scheduling; and

(k)
Other matters that will promote the orderly and efficient conduct of the hearing.

The Commissioner shall make any action taken at a pre-hearing conference part of the record.
