Cultivated wild mushroom species that are grown, harvested, and 
processed in an operation that is regulated according to the  United States

Wild mushroom species if they are in packaged form and are the product 
of a food processing plant that is regulated according to  the United States 
Standards for Grades of Mushrooms 1966 (Reprinted 1997) by the food 
regulatory agency that has jurisdiction over the operation.
