LAUNDRIES

112.1
Each person who commonly launders for pay, on the premises which he or she occupies, the clothing, or the sheets, pillow cases, table napkins, or other similar articles belonging to any other person, shall report that fact to the Director in writing within five (5) days of occupying the premise and using it to provide laundering services.

112.2
The written notice required in §112.1 shall include the following information:

(a)
The lauderer's name;

(b)
The location of the launderer's premises; and

(c)
The number of persons or families living independently of one another whom the launderer serves, if less than ten (10) in number.

112.3
Any person violating any of the provisions of this section, upon conviction, shall be punished by a fine of not more twenty-five dollars ($25).
