ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES: MANAGEMENT AND ADMINISTRATION -- ADMINISTRATIVE PRACTICE ETHICS

2316.1
A facility or program shall not use any advertising that contains false, misleading or deceptive statements or claims, or false or misleading disclosure of fees and payment for services.

2316.2
The facility’s or program’s name shall not offer or imply to offer services not authorized on the certification issued by the Department.

2316.3
A facility or program shall not offer or pay any remuneration, directly or indirectly, to encourage a licensed practitioner to refer a client to them.

2316.4
All employees shall be kept informed of policy changes that affect performance of duties.

2316.5
The facility or program shall develop a policy specifying the method used to investigate ethical allegations, including the imposition of sanctions.
