PETITION FOR AMENDMENT OF CERTIFICATION
605.1
A petition for amendment of certification of an existing bargaining unit in the absence of a question concerning representation may be filed with the Board of Labor Relations by the Superintendent of Schools or by the labor organization.

605.2
Petitions for amendment of certification shall be filed in accordance with and processed pursuant to the rules and regulations of the Board of Labor Relations.

605.3
Petitions shall be in writing and signed by the appropriate official of the labor organization, or by the Superintendent of Schools or his or her designee.

605.4
Petitions for amendment of certification shall contain the following:

(a)
The name of the certified bargaining representative;

(b)
Identification and description of the existing certification;

(c)
A statement by the petitioner setting forth the details of the proposed amendment and the reasons for the amendment;

(d)
The names and addresses of any other labor organizations known to the petitioner that claim to represent any employees in the unit covered by the existing certification and proposed amended certification, and a brief description of the existing agreements covering those employees, if any;

(e)
The name and address of the petitioner;

(f)
The affiliation of the petitioner with any national, regional, or local labor groups, or if no affiliation exists, a statement to that effect; and

(g)
Other appropriate facts, information, or requests for action relevant to the petition.
