ADDITIONAL LIFEGUARD REQUIREMENTS - CHILD SAFETY PLAN

6411.1
A swimming pool or spa that does not have a lifeguard on duty shall follow a Child Safety Plan that has been reviewed and approved by the Department during a preoperational inspection.

6411.2
The Child Safety Plan shall contain the following information:

(a)
The name, address and telephone number of the facility;

(b)
The name, address and telephone number of the owner and manager of the facility;

(c)
The facility's swimming season (the months of the year that the pool is open);

(d)
The expected number of bathers when the spa is open (daily average for the operating months);

(e)
The expected number of bathers who are over the age of fifteen (15) when the spa is open (daily average for the operating months);

(f)
The percentage of the expected bathers who are under the age of fifteen (15) when the spa is open (daily average for the operating months);

(g)
Specific measures that the facility will undertake (in addition to the posting of signs) to ensure that children under the age of fifteen (15) do not use the spa without adult supervision; and
(h)
Specific measures that the facility will undertake to monitor the spa when the spa is open.
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
