LICENSURE AS A FUNERAL DIRECTOR BY RECIPROCITY

3004.1
An applicant for a license under this section shall furnish proof to the Board that the applicant meets the following requirements:

(a)
Is a graduate of a high school, by arranging for a certified transcript to be sent directly to the Director from the applicant's high school; and

(b)
Is currently licensed and in good standing as a funeral director in a state or territory of the United States wherein the requirements for licensure are substantially equal to or exceed those in effect in the District, and which state or territory admits funeral directors licensed by the District in a like manner, by submitting from the state or territory a current certificate of licensure in good standing and a certificate which verifies that the state or territory admits funeral directors licensed in the District in a like manner.

3004.2
To be licensed under this section, an applicant shall be required to achieve a passing grade, as determined by the Board, on the oral part of an examination administered by the Board pursuant to §3002.
