OPERATING AGREEMENTS

206.1
The licensing agency shall develop, with the active participation of the Committee of Blind Vendors, an operating agreement covering the basic terms and conditions which shall be entered into between the licensing agency and each vendor.

206.2
The agreement shall include the following provisions:

(a)
The duties of the vendor and the performance of those duties in accordance with standards prescribed by the licensing agency, applicable health laws and regulations, and with the terms of the permit granted by or the contract entered into with the federal or District governments or other agencies or organizations in control of the site of the vending facility;

(b)
The responsibilities of the licensing agency to provide management services to the vendor, including assistance, supervision, and the ways in which those responsibilities shall be administered;

(c)
A statement that the vendor shall receive the net proceeds from the vending facility which he or she operates, less the funds which must be set aside;

(d)
The responsibility of the vendor to furnish any reports that the licensing agency may require;

(e)
The right of the vendor to terminate the operating agreement at any time;

(f)
The termination of the operating agreement upon the cancellation of the permit or contract; and

(g)
The termination or revocation of the operating agreement upon the failure of the vendor to operate the vending facility in accordance with the operating agreement or applicable federal or District laws and regulations.
