APPEARANCE AND REPRESENTATION

3001.1
In any proceeding before the Mayor's Agent, the following shall apply:

(a)
Any person or party may appear personally or through counsel;

(b)
A partner of a partnership may represent the partnership;

(c)
An officer or official of a corporation or association may represent the corporation or association if properly authorized to do so by the articles of incorporation, bylaws, or board of directors of the corporation or association;

(d)
The Chairperson, counsel, or an authorized member of the Historic Preservation Review Board may represent the Board;

(e)
An officer or employee of a public agency or government unit or department may represent that agency, unit, or department; and

(f)
One or more duly authorized members or staff persons of an Advisory Neighborhood Commission (ANC) may represent the ANC.

3001.2
Any person or party appearing before the Mayor's Agent other than on his or her own behalf shall establish his or her authority to act in that capacity.
