119 CAPACITY 

1.1 License capacity is the maximum number of children the Licensee is licensed to care for at any given time, as determined by OSSE.

1.2 OSSE shall determine limitations on the license capacity based on the following criteria:
(a) Occupancy capacity established by DCRA or by FEMS;

(b) Program space requirements, as provided in this chapter;

(c) Lavatory requirements, as provided in this chapter; and
(d) Adult-to-child ratios and maximum group size requirements, as established in this chapter.
1.3 Any Facility requesting a change to its license capacity under a current license shall submit an application to amend an issued license to OSSE, with the payment of the appropriate fee, in accordance with Section 108 (Fees).
