ASSIGNMENT OF MEDICAL SUPPORT RIGHTS

902.1
As a condition of eligibility for Medicaid in the District, an individual shall, in accordance with 42 CFR §§ 433.146 through 433.149, do the following:

(a)
Assign any rights to payment for medical care support available under an order of a court or an administrative agency, and any third party payments for medical care to the District. Right to payment must be assigned by the individual for himself or herself and for any other person eligible for Medicaid on whose behalf the individual has legal authority to execute assignment of those rights; and

(b)
Cooperate with the District in establishing the paternity of any children born out of wedlock for whom he or she seeks Medicaid eligibility.
