Securities which are qualified to be registered on a Shelf Registration Statement with the SEC pursuant to Rule 415, and which are to be offered in series or offered and sold on a continuous or delayed basis, may be registered by coordination by filing the following documents and fee:

By filing Form U-1, Uniform Application to Register Securities;

(b)
Together with any supplements or amendments to the initial registration statement; and

A one-time filing fee with the initial registration statement as provided in § 249.2.

In all other respects, registrations by coordination of shelf registrations under this section shall comply with the general provisions applicable to registrations by coordination found in § 303 of the Act (D.C. Offical Code § 31-5603.03), and the other applicable provisions of these regulations.
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
