The residential lot occupancy shall not exceed seventy-five percent (75%); and

The building height shall not exceed fifty (50) feet;

In the ARTS/C-2-B Overlay District:

The floor area ratio shall not exceed 4.2 FAR;

(2)
The residential lot occupancy shall not exceed eighty percent (80%); and

(3)
The building height shall not exceed seventy (70) feet;
(c)
In the ARTS/C-3-A Overlay District:

(1)
The floor area ratio shall not exceed 4.8 FAR;

(2)
The residential lot occupancy shall not exceed eighty percent (80%); and

(3)
The maximum building height shall not exceed seventy-five (75) feet and shall be subject to the setback requirements of § 1902.1 (b); and
(d)
In the ARTS/CR Overlay District:

(1)
The floor area ratio for new construction shall not exceed 7.2 FAR;

(2)
The residential lot occupancy shall not exceed eighty percent (80%); and

(3)
The maximum building height shall not exceed one hundred (100) feet and shall be subject to the setback requirements of § 1902.2.

Bonus density achieved via § 1904.2 does not add to the set-aside requirement of § 2603.
