REQUIREMENT

6811.1 For each licensure period beginning on or after April 1, 2012, an applicant 

for initial licensure or for renewal, reactivation, or reinstatement of a 


license shall be certified in cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) by 


successfully completing an authorized course.

6811.2 
An approved CPR certification or recertification course shall be eligible for a maximum of three (3) continuing education credit hours.  


6811.3 
Board-approved sponsors for CPR training include, but are not limited 



to:

(a) The American Red Cross;

(b) The American Heart Association;

(c) The American Safety and Health Institute; and 

(d) Ursus Lifesavers and Aquatics.
